MICROCHIP RECORDS

Due to the recent occurrence of recovering a lost Icelandic Sheepdog, here is something you might want to do:

If you have had your dog microchiped and would like to check if it has been recorded, you can confirm this through the American Animal Hospital Association (AAHA) Universal Pet Microchip Lookup Tool, found at www.petmicrochiplookup.org.  This is a free service and covers the microchips obtained from AKC CAR, EIDAT, HomeAgain, InfoPet, PetLink and ResQ.
