Katherine Ananda-Owens volunteered to be our parliamentarian for this meeting.
Meeting was called to order  

Membership secretary Peg Johnson took a roll call. 
Donna wanted to encourage members to visit the Latest News link on the ISAA website to keep up to date with the most current issues regarding the ISAA, such as how far we’ve come in the last year, and how hard Spike Williamson and other volunteers have worked on the Constitution.
Spike presented the changes that were made to the new Constitution such as the voting process, the time frame for officers, and the election process. Membership dues have been increased for 2010 from $20 to $25, and the fee to prefer charges against a member for misconduct was increased from $40 to $100. 

Donna made the motion to change the Constitution, it was seconded and the ballots were passed out among the members. The votes were counted by the recording secretary and announced we had a unanimous vote to change the Constitution.
Copies of the annual minutes from the 2008 meeting were passed out to the members and a motion was made to accept those minutes. 
Donna reported on the new format that will be used for the ISIC meeting in Oct. in Iceland. Members were given copies of the 2009 annual report for review. The ISIC now has the formal database and the members acknowledged the work the Holly Kilpatrick has done to make this happen. Members had questions about using puppies from matadors listed in the annual report for breeding and judge Pat Putman made the statement to please consider the whole dog, and also encouraged breeders to use the tools they have been given.

The importance of CHIC breeders who contributed to the diagnostic data for the future of the health of our breed was applauded, followed by an emotional statement of gratitude from the recording secretary for all who participated in the cataract study and a plea for those who might know of someone who has a dog with cataracts that we still have a few kits available.

Kathryn Ananda-Owens gave a short story about her and Viva, and their trials and tribulations though out the years. Gail then gave an emotional thank you to the members for supporting both of them, and Viva and Nosi and how much the support has meant to the success of both of them and their dogs. Members were encouraged to attend the Eukenuba National in Long Beach, CA in December.  

Donna presented the BOD members with honorary gifts to acknowledge how much time goes into being a volunteer for the ISAA.  Special recognition was given the Maggy for the outstanding work, and the hundreds of hours she spends working on the ISAA website. 

Our membership secretary stated that the ISAA currently has 218 active members, and 16 non voting members. The last membership number was #422. 
Spike encouraged those that attended events or had obtained titles on their dogs to use the form on the website to submit that information. To date we have 17 new conformation titles, 1 new herding, 7 new rally, and 2 new puppy star titles. 

He then went on to say that we’ve had 2 successful rescues and encouraged those to read their stories on the website, and he thanked those who helped make those rescues successful.   

Loren Dribinsky spoke about the new rescue group NISRA that will be taking the rescue responsibilities away from the ISAA.  They are in the process of filing for 501 (C3) tax exempt status, at that time all contributions will be tax deductible.  Loren also asked if there were any volunteers with website experience that would be interested in helping out.
