Reports 

Minutes – Minutes of the June 29, 2008 were approved as written. 

Treasurer’s Report – Balance of $1307.40 in General Fund. The Rescue fund has a balance of $1200.00. There was a generous donation made to the Health and Genetics fund of $1000.00 and donations to ISIC fund totals $300. There may be some litter refunds that need to come out of this.    

Membership Report – 24 new members, 6 renewals 

      Total 2008 membership money received YTD 8/28/08 = $2318

Health and Genetics – OFA has 14 new dogs who have donated DNA most with CHIC numbers pending.  There was one new dog enrolled in CHIC last month.  For a total of 70 donations.
Fund raising has begun for health research, 1,075.00 was donated by members in August.

Guideline Compliance and Tracking – 32 pedigrees with a ISAA Welcome CD have been sent to new owners.  Three pedigrees were sent to a US owner, 3 pedigrees were generated to be submitted to the CKC for US born dogs registration.

 

Knox continues to ad new pedigrees to the IS-Pedigree Database.
Of the seven litters listed on the last report one remains to be sold.  There is one new litter available for a total of 4 males and 5 females available with 2 older dogs on the Older Dog Page.  One of the litters currently listed will be moving to that page as well shortly.

The DNMS was moved to a separate page, all the BOD members agreed that puppies listed there will not move once they reach six months to the older dog page but will remain there until sold.

 

Breeders out of compliance have been contacted via email requesting litter information; letters will be drafted shortly and sent via USPS in an attempt to gather the withheld information.

Publications – Newsletter is in the works should be out in the next week. Working on the calendar with luck it will be ready to go in the next couple of weeks.

Advertising –  Spurdann was featured in the Breed Profile with an ad for the ISAA in the rare breeds issue of Dog World, Galdur is scheduled to be featured in the January issue of Dog Fancy.
Rescue – We have members in 14 states - CA 1, ID 1, IN 1, KS 1, ME 1, MD 4, NY 2, OK 1, OH 2, OR 2, PA 2, TN 1, VA 1, and WA 3 for a total of 23 volunteers.  Email addresses have been deleted for those who have decided not to volunteer or didn’t respond to the email sent out. Currently one application is on file.  

Titles and Events – There have been a total of 49 events attended. A total of 23 titles have been earned. Agility - 2, Therapy Dog - 12, Canine Good Citizen - 9, Rally - 1. 

On Sep 01, 08 via posting on the Iceland-dog and issamembers, and issabreeders groups a request was made for owners to review their dog’s titles as they were listed and inform the BOD 
if any changes were necessary. There are 66 dogs listed, 5 people responded and changes were made to 3 titles.
