Unfinished Business   
None - All Action Items from last meeting completed. Opinions of Dr. Sundgren sent to BOD members by DMcD. Discussion regarding breeding ages of dogs and bitches now underway in the BRCC. 
New Business    
Members asked if the Treasurers report could be more detailed with reference to income and expenses which would enable the BOD to make better decisions concerning future expenditures. Judi presented our current financial information using the excel spreadsheet which now gives us year to date totals and percentages for income and expenses by month. Our 2009 budget, and the excel spreadsheet was drafted by Spike, and all agree that this will be very helpful for the club to compare our new budget with our actual accounting information provided by the treasurer in the coming year.  

The ISIC has asked the ISAA to pay annual dues now that we are full participants in the ISIC. 
We have been asked to contribute $293. This amount is based on our current membership. This money is used to pay for special projects like the Per-Erik study, expenses related to two annual conferences; the Chairman Meeting and the Breeder’s Conference. The motion carried, with one BOD member abstaining. This expense will be added in the 2009 budget and paid in the first quarter of 2009. 
ISIC member countries have an agreement that any articles or photos published in newsletters may be used by participating countries. We have already used some of theirs and one of ours has been discovered in the DIF magazine. It was proposed that information and/or photographs used in an ISAA Chapter newsletters or websites may be duplicated for use in the ISAA newsletter or on the ISAA website. Because the chapters are a part of the ISAA, this will assist in our efforts to share information to the benefit of the ISAA Chapter members, ISAA and the ISIC. Copies of all newsletters from chapters shall be submitted to ISAA editor Judi Vittetoe and ISIC/c liaison, Donna McDermott so that this sharing can be facilitated. A discussion followed about the legality of sharing articles and photo’s. A motion to carry this to the BOD chat after we could sort out the legal issues was voted on and accepted.
The cataract study is underway. A motion was made to approve to use of the H&G fund to reimburse club members who are helping with this project with respect to expenditures related to mailing swabs back to the U.K... Total reimbursements for this H&G project shall not exceed $300.00. Receipts shall be mailed to ISAA treasurer, Judi Vittetoe within two weeks of the expenditure. Motion accepted.
