2010 ISAA Breeder/Stud Agreement

The ISAA supports breeders/stud owners whose goal is preservation of the Icelandic Sheepdog through “best” breeding practices. These breeding practices are based on recommendations of the ISIC and studies conducted about the ISD. The ISAA has adopted the ISIC Breeding Guidelines as goals. (More information is available on the ISAA website in the ISIC sections and in particular at http://www.icelanddogs.com/ISI-Guidelines.html). Adopting these guidelines as goals means that we are working towards them, not that they are all required. 
As a full participant club in the ISIC, the ISAA participates in the ISIC annual Breeding Seminar and gives us contacts internationally, who we can call on when the need arises. The breeding seminar brings together breeding information and data from the breeding committees of each of the FCI Icelandic Sheepdog clubs and the ISAA. Experts provide relevant breeding data and scientific studies are funded by the ISIC. The ISAA has made a great deal of this information available on the club website and continues to add information as it becomes available. This is a tremendous resource to our breeders and stud owners.

This document sets out what is required to be an ISAA approved breeder/stud owner so that there is no confusion as to what is recommended and what is required. We encourage your active participation in this process   

Approved breeders/stud dog owners are listed on the ISAA breeder/stud pages of the club website at no charge. The ISAA website is a tremendous free advertising resource offered to approved breeders/stud owners and is of significant financial value. 

Litter listings require verified health tests and a litter listing fee of $100. Verification of health tests and payment must be received before listing on any litter page. Litters will continue to be moved from planned to future to current depending on whether the litter is planned, mated (future) or the litter has arrived (current).

The above named owner hereby applies for a listing on the Icelandic Sheepdog Association of America’s website for the calendar year 2010. A breeder/stud owner can be removed from the ISAA website at any time, at the discretion of the BRCC, for failing to abide by this agreement.

The kennel/owner agrees to abide by the ISAA Code of Ethics, the ISAA Breeders’ Code of Conduct, and the Rules and Regulations of ISAA and The American Kennel Club. When substantive modifications are made to these documents, owners will be advised and required to agree to the changes in writing if the breeder/stud owner wishes to continue to be listed as an approved ISAA breeder/stud owner.

The kennel/owner agrees to participate in any study designated as a “special health related study” (i.e. cataract grant/study) when asked by the BRCC/ISAA. If reimbursement is requested by the owner/breeder for incurred testing expense for a designated special study, ISAA will pay their expense. There will be no charge to the kennel/owner for participation in designated special studies if reimbursement is requested by the kennel/owner.  Rather than seeking reimbursement, the breeder may choose not to request reimbursement, thereby making a ‘donation’ to the ISAA of their incurred expense.

 Breeders’/Stud Owners’ Code of Ethics

Dogs must have a hip x-ray done before being listed on the breeder/stud pages and before breeding. This may be OFA and/or PennHIP and the results must be on file with the BRCC. Only dogs with an Excellent, Good or Fair on the OFA scale, or with an equivalent PennHIP rating, or with the European testing equivalent should be used for breeding.  

Eyes shall be tested annually with a CERF examination and be certified/approved for breeding by CERF with published. To be listed on the breeder or stud pages, a dog must have a CERF date from the previous year and submit the results to CERF to be posted on their website. For example, to be listed on the 2010 breeder page, each dog’s CERF results must be from 2009. Before a dog is used for breeding, there must be a CERF exam performed within the previous 12 months, submitted to CERF and the results received by the BRCC if not yet posted on the CERF site. All tests must be submitted to the CERF site.

Breeders must keep a record of information on their dogs according to AKC guidelines for record keeping.  All parents’ test results, pertinent health information, dates of litters, and numbers of pups should be included on the form. 

All information from prior litters must be current with the BRCC. Required information to be submitted to the BRCC via email (isaabrcc@gmail.com).  A copy of the check list is attached to this agreement as pages 7-9 and a link to the page is on the website in the Breeder’s Corner under the Litter Listing Terms and Conditions, Number 3: Litter Information, and also in the Forms and Applications link. The BRCC chair will forward all information to the membership secretary, email addresses only to the newsletter editor (unless no email address is available and a copy via US mail needs to be sent), the name and state/province to the pedigree generator. All information will be kept confidentially. 

X-rays of the elbows (front legs) and patella’s (rear legs) are also recommended but not required. These can be done at OFA testing and at some PennHIP testing locations.

Both the sire and the dam must be registered with the AKC and a copy of the pedigree on file with ISAA-BRCC, preferably an electronic copy. Additionally, all imported dogs must have a copy of the FCI or CKC pedigree on file with the BRCC. 

Recent photos of the sire and dam must be on file with the BRCC.

The inbreeding coefficient (IC) scores for generations five through ten must be done prior to breeding. ISIC recommends an IC score of .50 or lower and a score of .65 or lower is considered acceptable .A copy of the pedigree for the pups will be generated by BRCC at the same time and both the IC scores and the litter pedigree must be on file with the BRCC. Please request these be completed when you plan your breeding. Of course, you are not required to have a litter listing on the website; nevertheless, this information needs to be compiled by the BRCC. This includes all litters produced by all approved breeders/stud dog owners, all male and female dogs bred.


Females shall not be used for breeding before the age of 24 months. This will allow them the necessary time to become fully mature physically and emotionally.  Their reproductive life shall be from 2 years of age through 8 years of age. They will have no more than 4 litters or 25 pups whichever is greater during those 7 reproductive years. Females should have at least one season between litters or a minimum of 9 months since the birth of her last litter. Females should not exceed 2 litters in a 24 month period. No drugs should be administered to alter their natural cycles. Before females are bred for the first time, they must have had both a hip test and the CERF eye test done, and the results must be on file with the BRCC.

Males shall not be used for breeding before the age of 24 months. This will allow them the necessary time to become mature. They should sire no more than 8 litters or 50 pups  whichever is greater during their reproductive life.  Before males are bred for the first time, they must have had both a hip test and the CERF eye test done, and the results must be on file with the BRCC. Cryptorchid or monorchid males will not be used for breeding.

Any breeder/stud owner who does not meet the guidelines will be removed from the “ISAA Breeders’ Page” and/or the “ISAA Stud Page”. Breeders will be re-listed once their dogs conform to the published guidelines. All breeding females in the kennel must be over 24 months of age with completed health checks.

Exceptions to any of the guidelines must be explained to and approved by the BRCC.

Note:  All dogs must be micro-chipped or tattooed in order to certify test results.  Further requirements may be implemented in the future in order to keep the breed as healthy and as disease free as possible.

Breeders’ Code of Conduct

1. I will strive to improve my breeding program to meet the American Kennel Club Standard for the Icelandic Sheepdog breed. 

2. I do not condone and will not participate in mixed breeding with non-Icelandics or breeding Icelandic Sheepdogs that are not from the AKC FSS, CKC or FCI approved registry, including importing dogs from non-approved registries. I understand that Artificial Insemination (AI) with an Icelandic Sheepdog with/from an approved registry is permitted but strongly discouraged for a first litter in support of the ISIC recommendation. 

3. With each Icelandic Sheepdog sold, I will make available the following: diet and care information, immunization and health records, a copy of at least a three generation information pedigree and, where applicable, a registration application or transfer. I will offer to help with problem solving throughout the dog's life. 

4. I will become familiar with, and abide by, all American Kennel Club and ISAA rules and regulations, and I understand that suspension by the American Kennel Club is grounds for action by the Icelandic Sheepdog Association of America. 

5. I will not knowingly sell or donate a dog to a pet shop, a dealer, a commercial outlet for resale, or to any person known to sell dogs to such dealers. I will not knowingly permit any of my dogs to be sold at auction or used as any type of prize, either directly or indirectly. 

6. I agree to keep the BRCC updated on any owner information changes and the results of all health test and related issues. If any of my dogs or puppies requires surgery, dies, has any health test that is not found to be normal or requires medical attention for any illness, I will report that to the BRCC. Health information is shared with the ISIC and compiled to assist in our International understanding of health issues as they relate to the ISD.
7. Should anyone, at any time, become unable or unwilling to keep an Icelandic Sheepdog sold or placed by me, I will take that dog back and/or help to find that dog a suitable home. 

8. I agree to cooperate with any investigation conducted by the ethics committee, as appointed by the ISAA president. 

In accepting membership in the Icelandic Sheepdog Association of America, the Breeder agrees to be bound by this Code of Conduct, and understands that any known violation of this Code could result in action under the rules of the Icelandic Sheepdog Association of America.
