ELECTIONS
Officer and ISAA rescue fund ballots were received and counted in accordance with the constitution requirements.  A total of 86 ballots were received; 49% of the eligible voters participating.  The vote tally on the rescue question was 74 (86%) to 12 (14%) in favor of the proposal.  All the candidates ran unopposed; a minimum of 74 votes were casted for each candidate. 

NEWSLETTER

Judi Vittetoe has stepped down as editor, and Jorgen Metzdorff has volunteered to take over the position.  Kathy Birnie is going to be doing a quarterly herding column.  All other aspects of the transfer of editorial duties, etc. are being worked out. 

ISIC RAFFLE

ISAA winning member’s prizes were picked up at the ISIC conference in October and were distributed to Peg Johnson and Loren Dribinsky.  After sending 200 Euros to the ISIC, paying the shipping cost of the prizes, the club realized income of about $80.  

ISIC CONFERENCE

I attended the ISIC conference on October 29-31 in Tuusula (Helsinki), Finland on behalf of the club, and a summary was included in the 4th quarter newsletter, as well as, being posted on the club website.  An additional report may be issued after receipt of the seminar’s minutes from ISIC.

2011 CALENDAR COMMITTEE

The 2011 Calendars are available through Lulu, and as of January 2nd, 61 have been sold.  We believe this is better than previous years.  The sales to date will result in about  $219 in income to the club.

JUDGE EDUCATION COMMITTEE

Judge Education Seminars are scheduled for January in Portland, Oregon and in Texas.  The Special Seminar for ISAA Members – Understanding & Applying the AKC Standard for the Icelandic Sheepdog is scheduled for January 21st in Portland, Oregon.

BRCC Report    10.01.10 - 12.31.10   

We have 1 current litter, with 5 puppies available 1 litter with 3 puppies sold and 1 planned litter listed on the website. 

To date we have 24 US approved breeders, also 3 breeders in Iceland, 2 in Sweden, 1 in Switzerland and 2 in Denmark.

There are 23 approved studs, that list currently includes 2 in Denmark, 1 in Iceland, and 1 in Sweden. 

Most of the breeders/stud owners have agreed to follow ISIC guidelines and that is noted on their kennel listing.     

The 2011 Breeder Agreement has been finalized and is posted on the website. 

It was made user more user friendly so it could be filled out using a pdf file and emailed back to the BRCC. To date most of the breeders’ have taken advantage of the pdf file and most have emailed them back.  

Knox continues to update the Pedigree Generator the database currently has 10703 files. 
Health and Genetics Report   10.01.10 - 12.31.10    

The BRCC continues to receive health information regarding new/updated CERF, PennHIP and OFA results from breeders as well as litter information. 

Knox has been busy updating 2010 CERF’s for those that have renewed and sent in their breeder agreements with copies of their CERF reports.  

A reminder to send your CERF report to CERF so they can update their database. Also those breeders with a CHIC designation if you have a dog that has had a PennHIP instead of an OFA you will need to send $25. along with a copy of your PH report to OFA in order to be issued a CHIC number. 

A total 94 dogs have donated DNA and 73 of those dogs have CHIC status.
