We have 1 current litter, with 5 puppies available and 1 Future litter listed on the website. 

To date we have 34 approved breeders, 4 of which are in Iceland, 2 in Sweden, 1 in Switzerland 1 in Denmark, and 1 in Canada. There are 30 approved studs, that list currently includes 2 breeders in Denmark, 1 in Iceland, and 1 in Sweden. 

A total of 25 breeders/stud owners have agreed to follow ISIC guidelines and that is noted on their kennel listing. 

The BRCC has compiled 9 pedigrees and IC scores for approved breeders/stud owners.

Knox continues to update the Pedigree Generator the database currently has  10652 files.

The BRCC continues to receive health information regarding new/updated CERF, PennHIP and OFA results from breeders as well as litter information.

A total of 93 dogs have donated DNA and 70 of those dogs have CHIC status.
