Synopsis of: Newsletter to the ISIC breed clubs  (Shared with permission)
During the 3rd – 4th of March we (ISIC/C) have followed up the ISIC seminar from 2009 and handled other ISIC matters. As a committee, we inform you in the shape of a newsletter report instead of meeting notes.
This newsletter is meant as information of what we have done and includes requests that we would like you to act on. There are also some reminders based on the 2009 seminar notes and  some questions we would like you to answer. 
At the moment, we would like to point out one general matter that seems extremely important for us all in ISIC to be aware of, especially during the nearest future. 
A couple of ISIC clubs report about single persons or small groups of people who [don´t] seem to respect that Iceland has the breed responsibility via the breed standard decided by HRFÍ and recognised by FCI (national and international kennel club level). [Furthermore] that ISIC was founded from that point of [view] and that ISIC is built up on breed club level [where] the greatest breed [knowledge] and understandings are supposed to be.  
We really need to take each [others’] hands in this, both within each club and between our clubs. As the breed grows quickly, our cooperation is more important than ever and actions to prevent breed splitting [are] necessary. Almost all dogs in the world are linked to our official national clubs, one way or the other and thereby they are also linked to ISIC. 

We can all be proud of our achievements during 15 years. ISIC is the only official international [organization] for the Icelandic Sheepdog, formed as an international representative democracy. 
There will always be more to do so please act in the spirit of ISIC within your clubs, support your “sister clubs” in other countries and ask for support when needed. We will do what we can in that direction.   

Registration regulations in Different Countries 
ISAA is the first club outside the FCI [organization] [that] has become a fully [recognized] partner in ISIC. Ami Rooth/SIFK [the ISD FCI breed club in Sweden] has become aware of difficulties linked to this. She has therefore written an article for the Swedish club magazine. It [has also been] translated into Danish for the club mag. in Denmark [and it has been posted to the German club’s website and has been translated into English. A copy was forwarded to all ISIC Club Presidents.]
