Offspring

Given your experience and specific study related to the ISD, I would like to ask you to consider providing your opinions regarding this issue. 

What is the appropriate number of offspring a stud should produce?

Answer: As you can see in LatHunden, I recommend a maximum of about 2% of the number of puppies produced during a normal generation cycle of a breed. Since the generation interval varies from about 3 ½ to 5 ½ years between breeds the total number of maximum recommended offspring will also vary. Looking into the data in the ISIC database, one will find an estimated recommended absolute maximum to be about 70 offspring and a recommended maximum of about 30. These values are valid if there is a free exchange of breeding dogs between all the countries today joining the ISIC cooperative breeding. Analysis within individual countries, assuming there is none or very little exchange of breeding dogs, will however get a maximum value of 1-2 litters.
