The ISAA BOD has had a close relationship with the American Kennel Club in all matters related to our club. Teamwork has been the emphasis of our work with AKC, and they fully support our outreach efforts with the Icelandic Sheepdog’s country of origin and our desire to uphold the Icelandic vision for the breed.

As we move forward in our alignment with the AKC, we continue to learn and tighten up our “ship” according to AKC requirements. Here is the latest. 
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Jump: The new standard was passed by vote of the membership.
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Jump: The constitution was passed by unanimous vote of the membership at the annual meeting in Ohio.
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Jump: The AKC Board voted to move us to full acceptance into the AKC on June 30, 2010. 
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Jump: The AKC has advised us that the stud book will be closed on June 30, 2010. All Icelandic Sheepdogs with AKC three-generation pedigrees will be included in the stud book. This is in support of the recommendation of ISIC.
